Force. Due to the wide variety of planter/row unit configurations and accessories available, you should
adapt the installation as necessary for your planter. The primary concern is the security of the lines them-
selves. The lines should be fastened to the planter in a manner that allows full range of motion/clearance
of the row unit. Special caution should be taken around rows at break or fold points of the planter as it
folds to and unfolds from transport mode. Extra lengths of slack or alternative routing may be necessary.
