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1. Start  with the installation of the Lift Spring Support Bracket (726263)  onto the mounting plate using : 
 
τtwo M10X65 bolt (0128779), an M16X45 bolt (0162436), two M10 hex nuts, and an M16 lock nut  
(726291) for regular parallel arms 
 
τtwo M10X130 bolt (38671), two M10 hex nuts, an M16 X130 bolt (38772), and an M16 lock nut 
(726291)  placed though the Lift Support Spacer (726259) for long parallel arms

2.  Place the Lift Air Bag (726101) on the top of 
the Lift Spring Support Bracket.  Align it with the 
opening and fix in place to  the underside of the 
Lift Bag through the Lift Spring Support using the

3.  Next, align the Lift Spring Bar (#726266) over the Lift Air Bag and inside the top parallel arms.  Refer to 

the previous page to correspond your existing Down Force system to the following instructions.  Spring 

types D, E, & L should be installed in the standard position (shown above left)  with the curves of the Lift 

Bar facing towards the row unit or rear of the planter.  Spring Type G should be installed in the Reverse 

position (shown above right) with the curves of the Lift Bar facing towards the front of the planter / trac-

tor

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5.  Next place the Positioning Link (#726066) between the Lift Spring Mounting Bracket and the Lift 
Spring Bar as shown  (above left).  Fix the Positioning Link in place  using two M6 X 35 bolts (#38568),

6.  Complete the row unit conversion by installing the Air fittings as shown on the following page.  Install

Check tightness / torque recommendations of all connection points and freedom of motion / clearance of 
all components.    Please see second page following for specific instructions; see the Torque Specifications 
page in the reference section.  
 
Return the springs or spring assembly to their original position.

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This kit is designed to have plenty of clearance around the lift airbag.  However, it may be possible, 
with incorrect installation or exceptionally worn row unit equipment, for the Lift Spring Bar to come in 
contact with the Lift Air Bag (726101).   

Make sure all the AirForce equipment is properly installed, including row unit conversion kits, air 
lines, 20/20 monitor systems, and the Compressor Module . 

Power up the tractor and 20/20 system. 

Lower the planter to planting depth. 

Using the 20/20 AirForce Manual Control functionality, inflate the Lift system to 100 psi. (specific 
instruction for manual controls can be found on pages 9). 

Raise the planter so that the row units are completely suspended.  This will compress the Lift Air 
Bag to its largest diameter. 

Inspect the lift air Bags on each row unit for any signs of contact with the Lift Spring Bar.   

What to do if the airbag is not clear all the way around: 

If the air Bag does not have complete clearance, first double check that the AirForce row unit

If all AirForce row unit parts have been installed correctly, it may be necessary to remove some 
material from the Lift Spring Bar.  Prior disassembling anything, be sure to relieve pressure from 
the system, and disable the 20/20 AirForce control.
